History of our Community

Grayson became a town with 5 streets and 80 lots in
1838, was officially established February 6", 1844 and
was incorporated on February 22, 1860. The
community was named for Col. William Grayson,
aide-de-camp to Gen. George Washington during the

Revolutionary War. Land that would later become our
town was located within 70,000 acres that were deeded

to Col. Grayson by the state of Virginia for his service
to our young nation after the revolution.

Grayson is classified as a 4™ class city. Under statute,
Kentucky cities are classified by population on a scale
of 1-6, with 1 being the largest. Our most recent
population estimate was 3,980 in 2003.

The city council meets the 2 ™ Tuesday of each month
in city hall at 6:30pm. Citizen attendance is not only

welcomed but encouraged to promote healthy
governmen t through involvement.

Due to a devastating fire that nearly gutted city hall in
late February of 1978, many irreplaceable documents
from our past were destroyed. Records dating back to
our first Mayor and other city officials appear to have
been lost forever and may only exist in undiscovered
family histories and documents.
